Today’s themes 
The Gospel reading today builds (a pun, if you follow the text!) on the Old Testament reading. The reading from Deuteronomy comes at the end of the long list of the commandments and ordinances laid out for the Jewish people by the writer (ostensibly Moses). The choice is yours, says Moses: which path do you want to follow? In what Jesus says, he takes on the idea of needing to follow a right path, but emphasizes the cost and the preparations needed to be able to follow through on that decision.
